Mao Zedong's Changes to China
1) Agricultural Changes

- Took farmland from rural population and 
   re-distributed amongst the peasants

- 1953-1957 Mao established Collective Farms

- "Great Leap Forward" = increase industry, and 
    establish "Communes"

Communes = Communities of 25,000 people who lived and worked 
                      on a huge collective farm

-- Huge Failure....+/- 20 million people died of famine

2) Industrial Changes

Mao's 5 Year-Plan
= BECOME INDUSTRIALIZED

- Increase coal, cement and electricity output 
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3) Cultural Changes
Cultural Revolution = create equal class of peasants and
